Requirements

Remember to use colors to distinguish between nucleotides and show correct base pairing (A-T) & (C-G) 

All items must be color coded correctly in coordination with a legend.

Model must show the nitrogenous pairs attaching to the backbone (sugar and phosphorous) 

Model must include correct hydrogen bonds (double and triple)
Model must be sturdy.  Able to stand or hang on its own without pieces falling out.

Model must be in the form of a double-helix not a straight ladder.
